Children will suggest meanings of Gospel texts studied,
compare their ideas with ways in which Christians
interpret biblical texts, make clear connections between
Gospel texts, Jesus’ ‘good news’ and how Christians live
in the Christian community and in their individual lives.

Ancient Maya
In History, children will explore the world of the Maya,
and debate whether they should continue to be
remembered today as a significant culture. The children
will learn about Maya today, focusing on architectural
achievements, religion and surviving writings.

Classifying Living Things

In Science, Year 6 will be learning
how to classify a range of living
organisms.
